It’s so important to read with your little ones!  In our Read-With-
Me club, you receive credit for every book you read with your child, 
birth to entering 1st grade.  You may read to each child individually, 
or if you have multiple children, you may read to them in a group.  
Use your library card and password to register, but be sure to list 
each child you are reading to or they will not be eligible for prizes, 
raffles, invitations and school recognition in the fall (if they are 
entering Kindergarten or 1st grade). If you do not have a library 
card or password, please speak with a librarian.   

Your child earns a prize* after every 10 books you read together, up to 40 books. 
To complete the Summer Reading Club you must read a total of 40 books 
together no later than Monday, August 17th.   

*This club is for children from birth to entering 1st grade.  If a child is entering 1st 
grade, he or she may choose to participate in either the Read-With-Me Club OR the Be 
Creative @ Your Library school-age Club, not both.  The child must be able to read 
independently in order to participate in the school-age Be Creative @ Your Library.
