The Library Director and Board of Trustees are pleased to
announce a 0% increase in the 2009-2010 Library oper-
ating budget from that approved last June. As a result
there will be no budget vote this year. The Board and ad-
ministration made every effort to be cognizant of tax rates
when developing the new budget and were successful in
preventing an increase. Due to a bond that was paid off
the library will be able to maintain programs and services,
and commence the early phases of long-term building re-
pairs and upgrades without impacting the taxpayers. If
you have questions about the budget please contact Li-
brary Director Kerri Rosalia at 399-1511, ext.
