Instructions 
1) Cut out a muzzle, eyes, and belly fur from the 

white paper.  

2) Cut out ears, paws, tail, pupils, and a nose from 

the black paper. Try different shapes and sizes 

to fit different dog breeds. 

3) Cut out a tongue from red paper. Make a small 

cute one, or a big long one. 

4) Glue the paper pieces to the paper bag, making 

the ‘bottom’ foldable part of the bag the face. 

5) Once everything dries, stick your hand in and 

make your dog bark!
